1.1.1 - The Institution ensures effective curriculum delivery through awell planned and
documented process

The college follows a diverse and enriched curriculumin
accordance with NEP-2020, and different college conmttees’ viz.
Academi c Affairs, Tinme-Table, Library, Exam nation Cell, Debate
and Sem nar, anpngst others, work conconmitantly in cooperation to
ensure that the curriculumis delivered and inpl enented
effectively. The tinmetable commttee drafts a centralized
tinetable allotting classroons and tine slots for all the courses
in different programmes, and in this session, zero-period was
included to deliver extra classes for the benefit of students. The
Academic Affairs conmmittee regularly nonitors and reviews the
tinmely conpletion of the syllabus, and puts efforts into
